Welcome to the New York State public school system! The mission of the New York State Education 

DeparǘƳŜƴǘΩs (NYSED) Office of Bilingual Education and World Languages (OBEWL) is to ensure that all New 

York State (NYS) students, including English Language Learners (ELLs)/Multilingual Learners (MLLs), attain 

the highest level of academic success and language proficiency. We strive to ensure that all studenǘǎΩ 

individual educational paths and socio-emotional needs are met in multiple languages leading them to 

college and career readiness. 

 

INTRODUCTION 
At enrollment you indicated that your child’s home or primary language is other than English, and an educator 

interviewed him or her to determine the possible need for additional English language support. The information gathered 
during the interview indicated that your child might qualify for ELL services and be identified as a possible ELL/MLL.  To 

confirm your child’s eligibility for additional English language support, your child will now be given the New York State 

Identification Test for English Language Learners (NYSITELL).  
 

WHAT IS THE PURPOSE OF THE NYSITELL? 
The purpose of the NYSITELL is to assess the English language level of new students whose home or primary language is 

other than English. Your child’s score on the NYSITELL (Entering, Emerging, Transitioning, Expanding, or Commanding) will 

determine if he or she is entitled to receive ELL services and will determine the level of English language support.  The 

results will also help teachers plan the best program for your child based on his or her strengths and needs in listening, 

speaking, reading, and writing in English. 
 

WHEN IS THE NYSITELL GIVEN? 
The NYSITELL is administered to possible ELLs/MLLs only once following registration in a New York State school system. 
 

WHAT KINDS OF QUESTIONS WILL STUDENTS BE ASKED? 
The NYSITELL includes multiple choice, short written response, long written response, and oral response questions in 

listening, speaking, reading, and writing. 
 

HOW DO I GET THE RESULTS? 
The school in which your child is enrolled will mail a parent notification letter that will indicate the level and any 

additional actions that you need to take.   If your child is identified as an 



WHAT DO THE PROFICIENCY LEVELS MEAN? 
Depending upon the score your child receives, he or she may be considered an ELL/MLL.  A description of the proficiency 
levels is provided in the table below:

Transitioning 

(Intermediate) 

A student at the Transitioning level shows some 
independence in advancing academic language 

skills, but has yet to meet the linguistic 

demands necessary to demonstrate English 

language proficiency in a variety of academic 

contexts (settings). 

Expanding 

(Advanced) 

A student at the Expanding level shows great 
independence in advancing academic language 

skills and is approaching the linguistic demands 

necessary to demonstrate English language 

proficiency in a variety of academic contexts 

(settings). 

 

WHO ADMINISTERS AND SCORES THE TEST? 

The NYSITELL is administered and scored by qualified New York State educators.  
 

IF MY CHILD HAS AN IEP, ARE TESTING ACCOMMODATIONS PERMITTED DURING THE NYSITELL? 

Yes, testing accommodations on a student’s IEP are allowable on the NYSITELL. Speak to your child’s teacher to get specific 
information about accommodations that your child is entitled too. 

 

WHAT SERVICES IS MY CHILD ENTITLED TO ONCE HE OR SHE IS IDENTIFIED AS AN ELL/MLL? 

Once your child is identified as an ELL/MLL, he or she is entitled to: Bilingual Education (Transitional or Dual Language) and/or 

English as a New Language (ENL) services. Your child’s proficiency level determines the minutes of ELL services (class time) that 
he or she will receive each week.  See chart below for specific minutes according to proficiency level.
